Club General Rules

. Obey the entrance and exit signs.

. Driving in the parking area must be slow and careful. Small children are in
the area. No parking is permitted in the circle or in the street. Secondary
parking is available in the vacant lot on Cedarbrook Drive.

. In the event of property damage, the cost of repair or replacement shall be
charged to the member responsible.

. The Club will not be responsible for any loss or damage to personal
property. No personal possessions may be left in the pool office or tennis
office, or clubhouse.

. Only authorized employees are allowed in the bath house
office/concessions stand.

. Situations that are not covered by any rule or regulation herein will be
handled at the discretion of the pool manager or responsible staff on duty,
pool committee, and/or MSRC Board of Directors. These regulations may
be revised or additional rules established at any time by the Pool
Committee and/or MSRC Board of Directors.

. Carrying weapons of any type is not allowed on facility grounds.



Swimming Pool Rules and Regulations

The following rules and regulations have been devised by the Pool Committee and approved by MSRC
Board of Directors to ensure the safety and comfort of all club members. Pool Management, Staff,
and board members have been authorized to enforce these regulations and to make on-the-spot
decisions with regards to the safety and sanitary operation of the pool. The Pool Manager or board
members may and will suspend pool privileges for violations of these regulations, member or guest.

I. General Pool Rules

A. Adult Swim: During Pool Operation hours, there will be a 10-minute “Adult Only” swim every
hour, on the hour. Only those 18 years of age or older will be allowed in the pool, with the
ONLY exception being children under the age of six who are in the pool with an adult.
Lifeguards are not on duty during Adult Swim.

B. Pool Closings

1. Inclement Weather: The pool may be closed without warning in the event of bad
weather. The pool will close for 30 minutes at the sound of thunder or sight of lightning
at the sole discretion of the Pool Management. Should the pool be closed for the
remainder of the day due to bad weather, a notice will be posted on the front gate.

2. Maintenance and Sanitation: The pool may be closed without warning for
maintenance and sanitation purposes at the discretion of the Pool Management.

3. Swim Meets and Social Functions: Hours may be amended for swim meets and social
events and will be posted in advance. This may include Member Only or Adult Only
functions.

C. Prohibited Items

1. Band Aids: No one may swim while wearing a band aid. They clog our filters.
2. Glass: No glass is allowed in the pool area.
3. Water ballons are not permitted in the pool or pool area.

Il. Guest Policy and Check In

A. Guest Policy
1. All guests must be accompanied by a MSRC member at all times. Guests will be allowed
at the charge of $10 per guest, per visit.

2. There will be no charge for guests under the age of 6.
3. There will be no charge for member’s babysitters or limit on the number of visits.

Babysitters MUST be 13 years of age or older. Murraywood reserves the right to revoke
the admission privileges of those babysitters who do not provide adequate supervision



of their assigned children. Babysitters may not use the facility when they are not
babysitting their charges.

4. There will be no charge for Grandparents or limit on the number of visits. A member
MUST accompany guests at all times.

5. There will be no charge for grandchildren of members or limit on the number of visits.
A member MUST accompany guests at all times.

6. There will be no charge for guests visiting from out of town (40+ miles) and they will not
be limited in number of visits. A member MUST accompany guests at all times.

7. Guests who enter the pool area in street clothes and do not plan to swim will not be
charged a guest fee. Such visits shall be unlimited. Discretionary control shall be
exercised by the pool staff or by the Board of Directors as necessary to prevent abuse
of this policy. A member MUST accompany guests at all times.

Any abuses of the Guest Policy can lead to loss of club privileges or membership. Any requests
for exceptions to these rules should be directed to the MSRC Board of Directors and NO
EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE without prior Board approval.

B.

Check In: All members and guests are required to check in at the Front Window prior to
entering the Pool Area. At times, picture ID’s may be required to verify membership. This is
a safety precaution, and members are expected to fully cooperate with Club Employees.
Guests must sign the Guest Log and pay fees prior to admission. Abuses of this policy could
lead to the loss of club membership.

Drop-off: Children under the age of 10 may not be present at the pool without adult
supervision.

lll. Professional Services Policy:

To ensure member safety, proper supervision, fair access to Murraywood Swim and Racquet
Club (MSRC) facilities, and appropriate liability protection, all professional services conducted
on Club property are subject to MSRC Board of Directors’ approval.

Only professionals approved by the MSRC Board of Directors or their designee (e.g., Director
of Tennis) may provide swim, dive, tennis, pickleball, fitness, or other instructional services
at MSRC. Approved instructors may include MSRC employees and authorized independent
contractors.

Any outside instructor seeking approval must:
1. Receive prior authorization from the MSRC Board of Directors;

2. Provide a current certificate of General Liability insurance naming the MSRC as an
additional insured;

3. Provide any certifications or credentials requested by the club; and
4. Comply with all MSRC rules, scheduling requirements, and facility usage policies.

Individuals admitted to the MSRC as guests, caregivers, babysitters, family members, or



similar companions may supervise or accompany members but may not provide professional
services unless separately approved under this policy.

E. Murraywood Swim & Racquet Club reserves the right to approve, deny, limit, or discontinue
outside instructional activities at its sole discretion.

IV. Health and Safety Rules: All members, members’ children and guests use the pool and its
facilities at their own risk. Although MSRC provides lifeguards as a courtesy and to ensure safety
of its members, guards are not responsible for the supervision of children and non-swimmers in
lieu of parental supervision. Lifeguards are NOT responsible for children or activity outside of the
pool area.

A. Water Toys and Flotation:

1. All pool staff is authorized to restrict the use of equipment such as tubes, rafts, floats,
noodles, balls, diving toys, etc. They have the authority to restrict hazardous water
activities. Anyone who does not comply with these restrictions will be asked to leave.

2. Arm swimmies and life jackets are allowed and should be used properly and age-
appropriately and should not be considered a substitute for attentive adult supervision.

3. Arm swimmies and flotation devices are prohibited in the diving well.

B. Personal Hygiene and Safety
1. Shower before entering the pool.

2. Pool entry will be refused to anyone wearing bandages, showing evidence of a skin
disease, open lesions, excessive nasal or ear discharge, inflamed eyes or infections of
any sort.

Spitting, spouting water, nose blowing, etc. is PROHIBITED in the pool.

All garbage is to be disposed of in the trash cans provided around the pool.
NO CHEWING GUM is allowed in the pool area.

Smoking is PROHIBITED in the pool area or around the pool entrance.

No person under the influence of alcohol or drugs should use the pool.

Infants or toddlers not yet potty trained MUST wear a swim diaper AND rubber pants.
While swim diapers are designed for the water, they are not sufficient to retain fecal
matter that can cause the pool to close for up to 24 hours under DHEC guidelines. This
rule applies to BOTH POOLS.

C. Food and Drink
1. Food is allowed on the pool deck but must be kept away from the pool edge. No food
is allowed in the pool.

2. Beverages may be consumed at the pool edge but must not be taken further into the
pool. (No glass allowed)



3. Cooler, buckets and large containers are not allowed on the pool edge.

4. Alcohol Policy — alcohol will be permitted for our members and guests of legal age.
Alcoholic beverages should be placed in cups or cans covered with cozies for discrete
consumption.

5. Members and guests must manage their consumption responsibly and are expected to
be respectful of others and responsible for their own behavior. Pool Management
and/or MSRC board members have the authority, as in any other circumstance, to
request any member or guest to cease alcohol use and/or to leave the pool area.

6. Alcohol is PROHIBITED at Swim Meets.

V. Age and Behavior Guidelines

A. General Behavior Rules

All minors over the age of 10 may utilize the pool provided they are mature enough to
display proper conduct and abide by all pool rules.

No swearing, cursing or disrespectful language is allowed.
NO RUNNING inside the pool area.

All swimmers MUST exit the pool IMMEDIATELY upon hearing the Lifeguard whistle and
call to clear the pool.

NO diving in the 3’, 3 1/2’, or 4’ areas of the pool. Diving is allowed ONLY in the diving
well.

No running starts for dives or jumps from the sides of the pool.
NO hanging or playing on the lane line or life lines.

Thereis a lap lane for those who want to swim laps. Children are not to be hanging out
in or playing in the lap lane. Anyone may cross over/under the line to access the ladder,
but must not interfere with lap swimmers. Be courteous!!

There will be NO “STUNTS” of any kind in the pool. This includes cheerleading stunts,
“chicken” fights, tossing children, etc. Please be mindful of the dangers presented to
both you and to others.

Starting blocks are for swim team only.

If you disobey the rules, regardless of your age, you will be warned. Second offenses
will result in sitting out for 10-30 minutes. After 2 warnings, the pool staff has the
authority to ask you to leave for the day. The Management and/or the Board of
Directors will consider serious rule violations.

B. Diving Board Rules

1.

No floats, flotation devises or goggles of any kind are allowed when jumping off of either
Board.

Only one person is allowed on the board at a time, on either board. The person on the
board must wait until the previous person has reached the ladder before
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jumping/diving from the board.
3. Only one bounce per dive/jump is allowed on both boards.
4. No running starts

5. No diving “out”off the low diving board. Entry should be just below the end of board,
where water is the deepest.

6. Parents are NOT allowed to be in the diving well to catch children under ANY
CIRCUMSTANCES. Our lifeguards will be happy to assist children in the pool.

7. High Dive Rules: Anyone is welcome to use the high dive, however there are specific
rules that must be followed:

a. NO DIVING/HEAD FIRST ENTRY WILL BE ALLOWED OFF OF HIGH DIVE.

b. ONE person is allowed on the high dive stairs at a time. The swimmer on the stairs
must wait for the previous swimmer to jump off the board before ascending the
ladder. The swimmer preparing to jump must also wait until the previous swimmer
reaches the ladder before jumping.

c. No one can climb down from the high dive ladder. After ascending the ladder, the
person MUST jump off the board.

C. Baby Pool Rules
1. The Baby Pool is STRICTLY for children ages 6 and under.
2. Any child in the Baby Pool area must be accompanied by a parent or adult.

3. Lifeguards are not assigned to Guard the Baby Pool, however are available to respond
to emergencies.

4. Any child not fully potty trained must wear BOTH a swim diaper AND rubber pants,
even in the baby pool. A fecal accident in the Baby Pool will result in closure of the
ENTIRE pool for up to 24 hours!

Pool Parties

The Murraywood Pool is available for rental by members for parties. These parties are held
during regular operational hours, and are not private parties. Other members will have full

access to the facility during pool parties. More than one pool party may be held at the same
time.

1. Tables will be reserved underneath the Clubhouse overhang for parties with a three-
hour time limit. The member who reserved the party MUST be in attendance the
entire time.

2. Decorations and food items are not provided by Murraywood.



3. Reservations must be made at the Concession Stand. Pool Party reservations must be
made at least one week in advance. Payment is due in full at the time of the
reservation.

4. Parties that must be cancelled due to weather will receive a full refund of the
reservation cost.

5. No refund will be given for parties whose attendees fall short of the reserved number.
For example, if a party for 11 individuals was booked and only 10 show up, there will
NOT be a refund of S50.

6. If more than the reserved number of attendees show up, an additional fee will be
collected before the end of the party according to the fee structure.

7. Members are responsible for cleaning the party area and grill if used.

From the Irmo Area: From St. Andrews Boulevard, take Lake Murray Boulevard (SC 60) WEST
towards the Lake Murray Dam. Turn LEFT onto Nursery Road. Go approximately one mile, and
turn LEFT onto Nursery Hill Road. Take your third RIGHT onto Shadowood Drive. Follow



Shadowood to the stop sign. Turn RIGHT onto Cedarbrook Drive. Murraywood is at the end of
Cedarbrook Drive.

From Chapin-Dutch Fork Area: Take 176 towards Irmo. At the traffic light in Ballentine, turn
onto S.C. 6, North Lake Drive. At the Publix Shopping Center, turn LEFT at the light onto Irmo
Drive. Follow Irmo Drive to its end. Turn RIGHT onto Lake Murray Boulevard, S.C. 60. Go
approximately % mile. Turn LEFT onto Nursery Road right before the gas station. Go
approximately 1 mile. Turn LEFT onto Nursery Hill Road. Take your third RIGHT onto
Shadowood Drive. Continue on Shadowood Drive until it ends at Cedarbrook Drive. Make right
on Cedarbrook Drive. Murraywood Swim and Racquet Club is at the end of Cedarbrook Drive.

From Columbia: Take 26 (West) to Harbison Boulevard. Bear right off Harbison exit and
continue on Harbison Blvd. Turn RIGHT at traffic light just past the railroad tracks onto St.
Andrews Road. Continue on St. Andrews Road past Irmo High School. At traffic light, turn left
onto Wescott Road. From Wescott Road take the first RIGHT onto Nursery Hill Road. From
Nursery Hill Road, take the first LEFT onto Woodvalley Drive. Continue on Woodvalley Drive
until it ends at Cedarbrook Drive. Make a LEFT on Cedarbrook Drive . Murraywood Swim and
Racquet Club is at the end of Cedarbrook Drive.

From the Lexington Area: From Lexington, take Lake Murray Boulevard (SC 60) over the Lake
Murray Dam and continue through the traffic light on Lake Murray Boulevard. At the second
traffic light, turn RIGHT onto Nursery Road. Go approximately one mile, and then turn LEFT
onto Nursery Hill Road. Take your third RIGHT onto Shadowood Drive. Follow Shadowood to
the stop sign. Turn RIGHT onto Cedarbrook Drive. Murraywood is at the end of Cedarbrook
Drive.
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
